Re-Usable and Recyclable Building Material Guide

Tasman District Councilis trialling a new service at the Richmond Resource Recovery Centre to help divert more building material

from landfill through re-use and recycling.

When

This trial is planned to run from 8/7/2024 to 8/10/2024 initially and may be
extended if successful.

What

During the trial period, some re-usable and recyclable building materials will be
accepted at the diversion facility free of charge, allowing customers to reduce
their landfill costs.

A general guide to what types of materials may be accepted is provided in the
following pages. Please note that this list is subject to change and the
quality/suitability of some materials can only be assessed at the facility.

How

After assessment by facility staff, you will be able to unload the accepted
materials into the appropriate bin/area. After that, you can go to the weighbridge
to drop off any remaining landfill material.

Who

Anyone can use the service, as long as their load can be safely sorted into the
recycling/re-use bins by hand. E.g. trailer loads, ute loads.

Recyclable Materials

Plasterboard

No minimum quantity.

Completely free from any sort of contamination, including paint,

fastenings, wood, paper, plastic etc. Generally, only damaged or small
offcuts from new sheets are acceptable.
These types are not accepted: Weatherline, Toughline, X-Block, any type
containing fibre reinforcement.

Untreated Timber

No minimum quantity.

Must be known to be untreated without any doubt.
Completely free from any sort of contamination.
